January series on Acts 5 and 6

The big theme for Sunday Club for this series is going to be Jesus is King. We really want the children to grasp that although Jesus has returned to heaven by this point He was still at work and He IS still at work now. Also we'll be thinking about responses to the gospel message that Jesus is the King and how Christians proclaiming this message will meet with opposition. Of course we don't want to frighten the children but we want to equip them for what to expect, that if they grow up living the Christian life it won't be easy.

So, a quick overview of the series is as follows:

Acts 5:12-24

Jesus is King: He's in charge of good times and bad times

Acts 5:25-42

Jesus is King: The good news can't be stopped

Acts 6:1-7

Jesus is King: The good news is the most important thing

Acts 6: 8 – 7:60
Jesus is King: The good news isn't always popular

We'll be learning a memory verse,the second part of Acts 5:42, put into child friendly language:

“Every day, in every place Jesus' friends never stopped telling people the good news that Jesus is the King” Acts 5:42
